Lehi Elementary Report Card 

We are very excited to report that we have been given the 
letter grade of a “B” with an overall percentage of 54.33. This 
is an increase from last year’s percentage of 49.0 and the “C” 
grade that we received. We are only 9.34% away from an “A” 
grade.   In the areas of Language Arts we had Student Growth 
Points of 51.5, Science Student Growth Points of 42.0 and in 
Math, our Student Growth Points are 66.0, which is the high-
est in the comparison group of similar schools throughout the 
state. (The comparison group is based on similar de-
mographics, size, and socio-economics.)   We are extremely 
pleased as we reached our school‐wide school improvement 
goals in Math and Language Arts of a 3% increase in student 
achievement for the year. We actually achieved 3.35% in Lan-
guage Arts and 4.0% in Math. We fell a bit short in our Sci-
ence goal, achieving 1.67%, which was expected. We will be 
targeting Science as a school‐wide goal to ensure more stu-
dents gain proficiency.   The success we’ve had this year is 
attributed to the efforts of the teachers ensuring that all stu-
dents are learning at high levels. They are stretching the stu-
dents to go deeper and further in their learning.  We have 
made great strides and will continue to do so with your most 
valuable support. Lehi Elementary is a great school. Why 
would anyone want to go elsewhere? Your students are loved 
and engaged while they are here. We have the right people, in 
the right place, doing the right things to ensure that all stu-
dents have all the support to be successful. That’s why we 
were Best in State last year. We appreciate the support of our 
PTA and School Community Council. We couldn’t have ac-
complished all we have without that partnership and support.   
Our school theme for the year is; “Raising the Bar.” With your 
help we will reach greater heights of student achievement and 
will help each child believe that they can accomplish more 
than they think they can.

Goal #1:  Provide student support in Language Arts through our Dou-
ble Dosing program.  We have three teachers who teach before school 
classes to those students who are below grade level.  Total cost for this 
goal is:  $10,309.23 This covers the cost of the teachers salaries with 
benefits, and materials and supplies.  (We receive a $6,000.00 grant 
from the district to offset the cost of this goal.) 

Goal #2:  Provide student support in Math through our Double Dosing 
program.  We have three teachers who teach before school classes to 
those students who are below grade level.  Total cost for this goal is:  
$16,909.23 This covers the cost of the teachers salaries with benefits, 
and materials and supplies.   

Goal #3:  We have established our own Gifted and Talented program 
and have hired two of our teachers to teach these classes before 
school.  Total cost for this goal is:  $9801.54.  This covers the cost of the 
teachers salaries with benefits, as well as materials and supplies.   

       Art  Embedded Learning   

We are in our second year of being the Beverley 
Taylor Sorenson Grant school which allowed us to 
hire an art teacher to provide art embedded learning 

experiences.  Mrs. Jones, our art teacher has studied each grade levels 
core and collaborates with our grade level teams to provide a left 
brain, right brain experience of differentiated learning .  We’ve found 
this to be very beneficial to student learning, achievement and engage-
ment.
