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March: Pay It Forward Experience  
• The two advisors for each Galaxy class will assist the group in creating a “Pay It Forward” 

experience. This will be a real-life project that requires hard work, teamwork, and will result in 
success that the students will remember for the rest of their lives. 

• For Example:  The first two Galaxy pilot groups participated in the Ken Garff Literacy challenge. 
The students set a goal to earn enough money to donate a free book to every student in their 
school. The students earned the money for the books by giving presentations to businesses. They 
created their own Powerpoint presentations, worked in small groups, and learned many lessons in 
the process. Both groups experienced major success for their efforts.
