Homework

Beginning in September, students will be participating
in “Math Wizard.” The students will be able to work at
their own pace to learn and memorize addition,
subtraction, multiplication, and division facts. More
information will be coming.

A third grade newsletter will be sent home every
Monday with 1-2 math pages of homework that will be due
the following Monday.




Students will have weekly spelling homework, which
will be located on the newsletter. Spelling tests will be
given on Fridays.

Students will be expected to read at least 20 minutes
per day at home.
