UCAS was developed because of new 
legislation requiring schools to be graded.  It is 
a point system based on how our students 
performed on the CRT assessment from the 
previous year.

Each section is converted to a 
score. Proficiency was converted to 234 
points and growth was converted to 150 
points.
